ProductPrice model documentation


ProductPrice is written in NetLogo 6.0.2. NetLogo provides an interface of the model and an access to the code of the model. Explanation of the model comes within the code file, in the form of comments written next to the different parts of the model. 

The interface presents buttons and sliders that allow to try different settings of the model, a `setup’ button that implements settings changes, and a `go’ button that runs the simulation. In particular, the following commands are essential:

· n-of-consumers: sets the size of the network
· n-of-initial-offers: sets the numbers of seeds (initial buyers)
· initial-price: is the product price
· network-structure: sets the consumers’ network structure
· mean-degree: sets the (average) number of links per node (directly connected consumers, or ‘friends’)
· p-rewiring: sets the number of rewired links in the small-world network
· setup: fixes all changes to the various parameters and setting of the model
· go: runs the simulation

[bookmark: _GoBack]Batch simulations experiments can be set and run with the NetLogo function BehaviorSpace, that one finds in the Tools menu.
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
